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           Rejoice. The Lord is near! 
 

                                       

T he people in today’s Gospel are “filled with expectation.” They 

believe John the Baptist might be the messiah they’ve been 

waiting for. Three times we hear their question: “What then should 

we do?” The messiah’s coming requires every man and woman to 

choose - to “repent” or not. That’s John’s message and it will be  

Jesus’ too. 

“Repentance” translates a Greek word, metanoia (literally, “change 

of mind”). In the Scriptures, repentance is presented as a twofold 

“turning” away from sin. This “turning” is more than attitude adjust-

ment. It means a radical life change. It requires “good fruits as     

evidence of your repentance”. That’s why John tells the crowds,  

soldiers, and tax collectors they must prove their faith through works 

of charity, honesty, and social justice.  

In today’s Liturgy, each of us is being called to stand in that crowd 

and hear the “good news” of John’s call to repentance. We should 

examine our lives, asking from our hearts as they did: “What should 

we do?” Our repentance should spring not from our fear of coming 

wrath but from a joyful sense of the nearness of our saving God.  

This theme resounds through the readings: “Rejoice! The Lord is 

near.” Have no anxiety at all, we hear in the Epistle. In the Respon-

sorial, we hear again the call to be joyful, unafraid at the Lord’s 

coming among us. In the First Reading, we hear echoes of the      

angel’s Annunciation to Mary. The prophet’s words are very close to 

the angel’s greeting. Mary is the Daughter Zion, the favored one of 

God, told not to fear but to rejoice that the Lord is with her, a mighty 

Savior.  

She is the cause of our joy. For in her draws near the Messiah, as 

John had promised: “One mightier than I is coming.”

WEEKDAY  READINGS 

         

St. Lucy, Feast Day December 13th 
 

Lucy's history has been lost and all we really 

know for certain is that this brave woman who 

was born in Syracuse, Sicily in about 283 A.D., 

lost her life during the persecution of Christians 

in the early 4th century.  

Her veneration spread to Rome so that by the 

6th century the whole Church recognized her 

courage in defense of the faith. Because people wanted to shed light on 

Lucy's bravery, legends began to crop up. The one that has passed the 

test of time tells the story of a young Christian woman who vowed to 

live her life in service of Christ. Her father died when she was young, 

leaving Lucy and her mother wealthy but without a protector. Her 

mother, herself ill, fearful for Lucy’s future, arranged her marriage to a 

young man belonging to a wealthy pagan family. Trying to convince 

her mother that Christ was a better partner for life, she    began to visit 

the tomb of St. Agatha to pray. After several prayers at the tomb, St. 

Agatha told Lucy in a dream that her mother's illness would be cured 

through faith. Lucy used this to  persuade her mother to give the dowry 

money to the poor and to allow Lucy to commit her life to God.  

The rejected bridegroom was deeply angered and betrayed Lucy's faith 

to the governor, Paschasius, who attempted to force her into a brothel, 

but the guards who came to take her away were unable to move her, 

even after hitching her to a team of oxen. The guards heaped bundles of 

wood around her but they wouldn't burn. Finally Lucy’s neck was 

pierced by a sword and she died.  

Lucy's legend did not end with her death. According to later accounts, 

Lucy had warned Paschasius he would be punished. When the governor 

heard this he ordered the guards to gouge out her eyes. In another     

telling, it was Lucy who removed her eyes in an attempt to discourage a 

persistent suitor who greatly admired them. Lucy, “the saint without 

eyes”, thus became the patron saint of the blind.  

Lucy's Latin name “Lucia” comes from the Latin word for light, and 

around the world a number of traditions on her feast day bear witness to 

the symbolic meaning her name as the bearer of light in the darkness. 

St. Lucy is the patroness of Syracuse in Sicily, Olon in Ecuador and our 

own island of St. Lucia.
